As discussed, | just wanted to clarify one aspect of your response that was submitted by Courtenay last week. | understand that the DIR (3mm)
has been reduced by 50% in accordance with Table M2 of ASNZS1547:2012, however for slopes over 30% “advice from a suitably qualified and
experienced person” is required.

Therefore, can you please confirm that the proposed DIR rate of 1.5mm is appropriate given the steepness of the site (refer to attached contours/
cross sections).

All other aspects relating to stormwater (Q11) and Wastewater discharge (Q13) have been adequately addressed.
